NOVEMBER WORKSHOP REVIEW

On November 10 Lauy Gutierrez put
together an excellent workshop on the music of
Spain and the New World. The faculty, Tina
Charcey, Lise Kulbach and Angelique
Zuluaga, awgmerted by Hamah Davidson,
played amd sang in the introductory
lecure/demastration. Laury introduced music
of the carcionercsBthe song books of
Reraissance Spainband then she talked about the
Sparish in the kingdoms of the Incas the Mayas
ard the Aztecsand their use of music to convert
the Native peqple to the Christian religion.
Angelique sang the beadiful Incan Christian
procesional OHanacpachap© a Quechua song
polished and harmaized in typical European
counterpoint.  She followed that with three
songs from the monaderies and cathedrals of
Certral America. Toward end of the lecture-
demastraton, Lisle desribed the Jewish
diagora after the expulsion from Spain in 1492.
Then, she anmd Tina played a stunning
demamstration of Sephardc improvisation, using
rebec, kemerre, and vielle.

Classes explored the carcionercs, some
music of Spanish America, and work by Juan
Enzina. Tina Chanceyled anilluminating class
in improvising on the dance terors asin Ortiz,
and Lisle found a large group interesed in
Sephardc music. There was time for a brief
mager class on a duet by Sdma y Salaverce,
and one class was devoted to a coaching of a
pre-formed consort. Three participants atended
a class for begnners including one musicology
student who hasrecertly begun to study the viol.
Although attendance was relatively small,
participarts were uniformly erthusiagic about
the workshop.

BEMF CONCERTS AND A REVIEW

This yearOsBoston Early Music Fedival
concert series includes three concerts certered
on the viol ard viol players of renown. Since
this is by no mears the ca® ewvery year, it is
worth taking note! On Saurday, November 24
at First Church Conregational in Cambridge, Les
Voix Humaines direced by Christopher
Jackson, appeared in a performance of
BuxtehudeOs\lembra Jesu Nostri. On Saurday,
Felruary 9, 2008, acain at First Church, the duo
Jerome Hantai and Kaori Uemura will present a
program of Jerkins, Lawes Fresobaldi,
Buxtehude and Marak.

The first of the concers has alread
occured. On Saurday, October 27, at
Emmaruel Church in Boston, Le Conceat des
Nations (direced by Jordi Sawll) gavwe a
program of French music ertitled Les Gouts
Rewis. | have not always found SawallOs
performing to be comfortabe, however, | also
remember back to the very first concert | heard
by Heserion, (also in Emmaruel Church) and it
was a lovely experience. So | thought | would
give this one atry, ard IOnvery glad | did, asit
wasa pleasre from start to finish.

Perfamers beddes Sawall himself were
Ricardd Minad, violin; Marc Hartai, transverse
flute; Philippe Pierlot, viola da gamba; Enrique
Sdinis, theabo & guitar; and Luca Guglielmi,
harpsichord. The program was delightfully
varied, with intereding juxtaposition of textures
The opering set of airs by JeanBagptiste Lully
feared the full band, and included the
charming Chaconne des Scaramouches. Then,
Sawall ard Pierlot gave a careful and gereraus
interpretation of Ste. Colombe®sConcert 443,
better known asthe Tombeau Les Regrets. The
band returned for three encharting pieces by
Marc-Antoine Charpentier, two of them with a
Christmas theme Then a prelude by Ste-
Colombe Le Fils, played by Sawall, introduced
the Sonade La Francoise from CouperinOsLes
Nations, in which the trebes and the continuo
instrumerts were orchedrated to highlight the
shifting moods.

After intermission, Sawall, accanparnied by
the continuo team of Pierlot, Sdinis and
Guglielmi, delivered a nuarnced performarce of
four pieces from MaraisOs Quatrieme Livre.
More Couperin followed, first with the bard,
then, a solo harpsichord piece La Forqueray.
After that what else is there to do but play
Forqueray? Sawall chose the “Tres Tendrement”

La du vaucel, saving the fireworks for the lag
piece JeanMarie LeclairOstunning Trio Sonata
in D major for flute or violin, viol and continuo.
An enhusiagic audierce requeded ard
receved, two emncores in which the bard
returnedto severteerth certury sonoritieswith a
performarce of familiar French melodies and
cards.
